The potential of youth is great, but seldom used. Young people are
frequently passive bystanders, apathetic, without the impression of
being capable to initiate some social change with their engagement.
Even if they are involved in solving some social questions, their opinion
is not considered, which leads to further equanimity and egocentrism.
By activation of young people, their education, improvement of their
knowledge, care and responsibility to the nature and their involvement
in campaigns on realization of protection programs in protected natural
resource”Vriacke planine’, itis believed that their influence on shaping the
social awareness about the importance of preserving natural resources,
as an important part of sustainable use and EU policy in the field of
protection of the environment, will be stimulated. “Youth volunteer camp”
has been conceived by the young members of environmental NGOs
wishing to invest their time, efforts and knowledge, as well as to assist
the stakeholder in the implementation of protection programs through
concrete activities. There are activities that require the involvement
of experts only, but there is also a range of activities that could be
performed by trained volunteers under the supervision of professionals:
the arrangement of habitat conditions for rare and endangered species
(owls, amphibians, Citellus), setting up feeders and waterers, marking
borders, biomonitoring and maintenance of movables.

ARRANGING HABITAT CONDITIONS:

wwith 122 nesting bird species, the VrSac Mountains are on the list of
areas for birds with international importance (IBA - Important Bird Areas)
and there is interest in professional and amateur public in the EU for
organized bird watching. However, due to a heavy forest exploitation,
there is an obvious lack of old and hollow trees in which birds, above
all owls (especially Ural Owl - Strix uralensis - which is a natural rarity),
could make a nest. That is the main reason why the number of owls in
the last few decades dramatically decreased in this area. Members of
local environmental NGOs for many years make around 100 wooden
bird houses and put them in the area to increase the possibility for birds
to set up their nests. There is a need to make new and replace worn out
houses. This concept proved to be successful, because owls accepted
and settled these houses.

7. Amphibians are also in a group of threatened species. Because of the
drying out the puddles and swamps, these animals have withdrawn to a
few isolated ponds in the VrSac Mountains area. During 2006, members
of environmental NGOs have expanded one puddle and made winter
shelters from branches and stones, which have been accepted by
amphibians. The idea is to clear the ponds in the VrSac Mountains area
and make some new winter shelters. Squirrels (Citellus citellus) are
globally threatened species and are listed on the Red List of endangered
species. In Vojvodina, squirrels live only around the perimeter of the Vrac
Mountains. The reason for their withdrawal is the lack of livestock and
pasturage, which led to the replacement of meadow vegetation replaced
with the bushes. Meadow should be mowed and squirrels will return.
